The world's main continuous pieces of
land - Africa, Asia, Australasia, Europe,
North America, South America,
Antarctica.

Equator

imaginary line through the middie of the
Earth that receives most sunlight.

Climate

The weather and temperature usually
found in an area over a long period of
time.

Biome

A large region of Earth that has a certain
climate and types of living things.

Indigenous

A living thing that belongs naturally to an
area

Deforestation

The action of clearing a wide area of
trees

Human features

Areas of land which are
man-made/synthetic.

Physical features

These are physical characteristics of the
land that are formed naturally
(mountains, rivers etc).
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
